Management’s Discussion and Analysis 

of Financial Condition and Results of Operations 

(dollars in thousands) 

The following commentary reviews the financial condition and 
results of operations of MidAtlantic Farm Credit, ACA 
(Association) for the period ended September 30, 2021.  The 
comments contained in this report should be read in 
conjunction with the accompanying consolidated financial 
statements, notes to the consolidated financial statements and 
the 2020 Annual Report of the Association. The accompanying 
consolidated financial statements were prepared under the 
oversight of the Audit Committee of the Board of Directors. 

LOAN PORTFOLIO 

The Association provides funds to farmers, rural homeowners 
and farm-related businesses for the financing of short-term and 
intermediate-term loans and long-term real estate mortgage 
loans. The Association’s loan portfolio encompasses a 
well-diversified range of agricultural commodities, with cash 
grains, poultry and dairy representing the largest segments.  In 
addition, the Association provides loans to lessors of 
agricultural real estate. Farm size varies and many of the 
borrowers in the region have diversified farming operations. 
This factor, along with the opportunities for non-farm income, 
impacts the level of dependency on any particular commodity. 

Comparison of September 30, 2021 to December 31, 2020 

Loans at September 30, 2021 totaled $2,995,576 compared to 
$2,905,638 at December 31, 2020, an increase of $89,938 (3.10 
percent) during the nine months. The increase is principally 
related to an increase in Originated Loans. The Association’s 
allowance for loan losses of $36,379 increased $248 (0.69 
percent) during the first nine months of 2021, resulting in net 
loans (loans less allowance for loan losses) of $2,959,197 and 
$2,869,507 at September 30, 2021 and December 31, 2020, 
respectively. Nonaccrual loans decreased $3,241 (7.45 percent) 
from $43,524 at December 31, 2020 to $40,283 at 
September 30, 2021, resulting in a decrease in the ratio of 
nonaccrual loans to total loans from 1.50 percent to 1.34 
percent. The decrease in nonaccrual loans was principally 
related to accounts within the fruits & vegetables commodity 
group. In addition, Other property owned decreased from $1,661 
at December 31, 2020 (seven properties) to $1,646 at 
September 30, 2021 (eight properties). 

There is an inherent risk in the extension of any type of credit 
and, accordingly, the Association maintains an allowance for 
loan losses consistent with the risk measured in the portfolio. 
Credit administration remains satisfactory and the overall credit 
quality of the Association’s loan portfolio has remained 
acceptable. The allowance for loan losses represented 1.21 
percent and 1.24 percent of loans, and 90.31 percent and 83.01 
percent of nonaccrual loans, at September 30, 2021 and 
December 31, 2020, respectively. See also Note 2, Loans and 
Allowance for Loan Losses, in the Notes to the Consolidated 
Financial Statements. 

The Association supported approximately $8.3 million 2021 
Paycheck Protection Program (PPP) loans of which AgFirst 
Farm Credit Bank (the Bank) purchased 100 percent of these 
loans as of September 30, 2021. The loan program generated 
approximately $750 of loan fees for the volume sold to the 
Bank, which were included in the Noninterest Income section on 
the Consolidated Statements of Comprehensive Income. See 
also COVID-19 Overview and COVID-19 Support Programs. 

COVID-19 OVERVIEW 

In response to the COVID-19 pandemic, and without disruption 
to operations, the Association transitioned the vast majority of 
its employees to working remotely in mid-March 2020. The 
priority was, and continues to be, to ensure the health and safety 
of employees, while continuing to serve the mission of 
providing support for rural America and agriculture. The 
Association has taken steps to re-open offices at almost full 
capacity, as of October 1, 2021, while following standard safety 
protocols such as social distancing and enhanced cleaning. 

The COVID-19 pandemic has disrupted businesses and the 
global economy since March 2020. Significant progress has 
been made during 2021 in mitigating the spread of COVID-19 
resulting in improving macroeconomic conditions. However, 
the improvement has been hampered by rising inflation, supply 
chain disruptions and labor shortages in the United States and 
globally. 

See further discussion of business risks associated with 
COVID-19 in the Association’s 2020 Annual Report. 
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COVID-19 SUPPORT PROGRAMS 

Since the onset of the COVID-19 pandemic, the U.S. 
government has taken a number of actions to help businesses, 
individuals, state/local governments, and educational 
institutions that have been adversely impacted by the economic 
disruption caused by the pandemic. 

Since March 2021, the USDA rolled out the Pandemic 
Assistance initiative that provides assistance to producers and 
agricultural entities through various programs, which include, 
but are not limited to, the following: 

 Pandemic Livestock Indemnity Program - provides 
financial assistance to support producers of eligible 
swine, chickens, and turkeys depopulated from 
March 1, 2020 through December 26, 2020. To be 
eligible, depopulation of poultry or livestock must 
have been due to insufficient processing access 
resulting from the COVID-19 pandemic; 

 Pandemic Assistance for Timber Harvesters and 
Haulers Program - provides financial relief to timber 
harvesting and timber hauling businesses that 
experienced losses in 2020 due to COVID-19; 

 Pandemic Cover Crop Program - for most insurance 
policies, provided premium support to producers who 
insured their spring crop and planted a qualifying 
cover crop during the 2021 crop year; and 

 Specialty Crop Block Grant Program - funds 
innovative projects designed to support the 
expanding specialty crop food sector and explore new 
market opportunities for U.S. food and agricultural 
products. 

The previously enacted Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic 
Security (CARES) Act, which was amended by subsequent 
legislation, included the Paycheck Protection Program (PPP). 
The PPP provided support to small businesses to cover payroll 
and certain other expenses. Loans made under the PPP were 
fully guaranteed by the Small Business Administration (SBA), 
whose guarantee is backed by the full faith and credit of the 
United States. As of September 30, 2021, the Association had 
$17.2 million of loans outstanding to approximately 337 
borrowers for the 2020 PPP program and $8.3 million of loans 
outstanding to approximately 264 borrowers for the 2021 PPP 
program. In addition, through September 30, 2021, the volume 
of loans that have received forgiveness from the SBA since the 
start of the program was $20.3 million forgiven.

RESULTS OF OPERATIONS 

For the three months ended September 30, 2021 

Net income for the three months ended September 30, 2021 
totaled $13,767, an increase of $1,976 (16.76 percent) 
compared to the three months ended September 30, 2020. 
Major changes in the components of net income are identified 
as follows: 

 Net interest income for the three months was up 
$2,534 (14.92 percent); there are several key factors 
impacting the results. The increase in net interest 
income is primarily attributable to (a) a $2,446 
increase due to both a change in interest rate and a 
$100 million increase in the average daily balance of 
accruing portfolio volume, and (b) a $590 increase in 
net interest recognized attributable to nonaccruing 
loans, partially offset by (c) an 11.58 percent 
decrease in the interest credit rate aggregately 
decreasing net interest income $502. 

 The Association recorded no provision for loan 
losses in the third quarter of 2021. A provision for 
loan losses of $1,000 was recorded in the third 
quarter of 2020. The Association’s nonaccrual loans 
to total loans decreased from 1.50 percent at 
December 31, 2020 to 1.34 percent of the portfolio at 
September 30, 2021, and decreased from 1.83 
percent at September 30, 2020. See also Note 2, 
Loans and Allowance for Loan Losses, in the Notes 
to the Consolidated Financial Statements. 

 “Patronage refunds from other Farm Credit 
institutions” on the Consolidated Statements of 
Comprehensive Income of $4,370 and $4,199, 
respectively, includes accruals for the quarter ended 
September 30, 2021 and 2020, based on third quarter 
operations only; management anticipates additional 
income for the remaining quarters in 2021. Since this 
income from the Bank is reasonably estimable and 
because there is a history of these earnings, 
management is of the opinion that including this 
income in quarterly operations provides shareholders 
with a more accurate forecast of annualized net 
income. 

 Noninterest income decrease in the third quarter of 
$5 (0.08 percent) included (a) a decrease of $157 due 
to decreased gains on disposal of properties, (b) a 
decrease of $91 due to lower gains on sales of rural 
home loans, net, (c) a decrease of $5 in Other 
noninterest income, partially offset by (d) a $171 
increase in Patronage related income, (e) an increase 
of $64 from Fees for financial related services, and 
(f) an increase of $13 from Loan fees.  
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 Noninterest expense for the third quarter of 2021 was 
$12,259 as compared to $10,676 for the same period 
of 2020 or an increase of $1,583 (14.83 percent).  

The three month increase of $1,206 (15.95 percent) 
for Salaries and employee benefits includes 
unfavorable employee benefits of $480 and 
unfavorable deferred personnel costs of $84. Salaries 
increased $642 (11.13 percent) due to annual 
compensation increases, hiring new staff, and 
additional operational efforts as a result of the 
COVID-19 pandemic. See also Note 7, Employee 
Benefit Plans, in the Notes to the Consolidated 
Financial Statements. 

Insurance Fund Premium expense increased $294 
(48.68 percent) due to (a) the increase in the Farm 
Credit System Insurance Corporation (FCSIC) 
premium from 0.11 percent for the third quarter of 
2020 to 0.16 percent for the third quarter of 2021, 
and (b) the increase in loan volume during the third 
quarter of 2021 as compared to the third quarter of 
2020. 

Occupancy and equipment and Other operating 
expenses increased $183 (7.38 percent) from $2,481 
to $2,664, which includes increases in training and 
travel expenses.   

 Gains on other property owned, net increased $100. 
The increase is primarily related to more gains on 
OPO sales in the third quarter of 2021 as compared 
to the third quarter of 2020. 

 The Association recorded a Provision for income 
taxes of $118 and $148 for the third quarters of 2021 
and 2020, respectively. 

For the nine months ended September 30, 2021 

Net income for the nine months ended September 30, 2021 
totaled $39,202 or $2,538 (6.92 percent) more than the nine 
months ended September 30, 2020. Major changes in the 
components of net income are identified as follows: 

 Net interest income for the nine months was up 
$4,359 (8.20 percent); there are several key factors 
impacting the results. The increase in net interest 
income is primarily attributable to (a) a $5,493 
increase due to both a change in interest rate and a 
$59 million increase in the average daily balance of 
accruing portfolio volume, and (b) a $1,496 increase 
in net interest recognized attributable to nonaccruing 
loans, partially offset by (c) a decrease in the interest 
credit rate aggregately decreasing net interest income 
$2,630. 

 Recoveries and a decrease in nonaccrual loans 
required no provision for loan losses to be recorded 
in the first nine months of 2021 as compared to a 
$4,000 provision in the first nine months of 2020. 

 “Patronage refunds from other Farm Credit 
institutions” on the Consolidated Statements of 
Comprehensive Income is $12,845 as compared to 
$12,779 for the nine months ended September 30, 
2021 and 2020. Since this income from the Bank is 
reasonably estimable and because there is a history of 
these earnings, management is of the opinion that 
including this income in quarterly operations 
provides shareholders with a more accurate forecast 
of annualized net income. 

 Noninterest income for the nine months was down 
$158 (0.82 percent). The decrease is primarily related 
to (a) an Insurance Fund refund of $553 received in 
2020, with no such refund in 2021, (b) a decrease of 
$67 from Loan fees, (c) a decrease of $5 in Other 
noninterest income, partially offset by (d) an increase 
of $253 due to higher gains on disposal of properties, 
(e) an increase of $148 from Fees for financially 
related services, and (f) an increase of $66 in 
Patronage related income. 

 Noninterest expense increased $5,673 (18.11 
percent) for the first nine months of 2021 as 
compared to 2020. 

The year-to-date increase for Salaries and employee 
benefits of $3,983 (18.00 percent) includes (a) an 
increase of $2,148 (12.56 percent) in salaries due to 
annual compensation increases, hiring new staff, 
additional operational efforts as a result of the 
COVID-19 pandemic, and an increase in PTO costs, 
(b) unfavorable employee benefits of $1,588, and (c) 
unfavorable deferred personnel costs of $247. 

Insurance fund premium expense increased $1,153 
(77.80 percent) due to (a) the increase in the Farm 
Credit System Insurance Corporation (FCSIC) 
premium rate from 0.08 percent for the first six 
months of 2020 to 0.11 percent for the third quarter 
of 2020 to 0.16 percent for the first nine months of 
2021, and (b) the increase in loan volume during the 
first nine months of 2021 as compared to 2020. 

Occupancy and equipment and Other operating 
expenses increased $597 (7.92 percent) from $7,534 
to $8,131, which includes increases in purchased 
services expenses, and training and travel expenses.   

 Losses on other property owned, net decreased $60. 
The decrease is primarily related to more gains on 
OPO sales which offset additional expenses for the 
first nine months of 2021 as compared to 2020. 
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 The Association recorded a Provision for income 
taxes of $334 and $344, for the nine months ended 
September 30, 2021 and 2020, respectively. 

FUNDING SOURCES 

The principal source of funds for the Association is the 
borrowing relationship established with the Bank through a 
General Financing Agreement (GFA). The GFA utilizes the 
Association’s credit and fiscal performance as criteria for 
establishing a line of credit on which the Association may draw 
funds. The Bank advances the funds to the Association in the 
form of notes payable. The notes payable are segmented into 
variable rate and fixed rate sectors. The Association utilizes the 
variable rate note to fund variable rate loan advances and 
operating funds requirements. The fixed rate note is used 
specifically to fund fixed rate loan advances made by the 
Association. Notes payable to the Bank at September 30, 2021 
was $2,310,533 compared to $2,229,163 at December 31, 
2020. This increase during the period of $81,370 (3.65 percent) 
corresponds to the increase in the Association’s loan volume,  
receipt of prior year Bank patronage, current year net cash 
generated from operating activities, offset by patronage 
payments to stockholders. 

CAPITAL RESOURCES 

Capital serves to support asset growth and provide protection 
against unexpected credit and interest rate risk and operating 
losses. Capital is also needed for future growth and investment 
in new products and services. 

The Association Board of Directors establishes, adopts, and 
maintains a formal written capital adequacy plan to ensure that 
adequate capital is maintained for continued financial viability, 
to provide for growth necessary to meet the needs of 
members/borrowers, and to ensure that all stockholders are 
treated equitably. There were no material changes to the capital 
plan for 2021 that would affect minimum stock purchases or 
have an effect on the Association’s ability to retire stock and 
distribute earnings.   

Total members’ equity at September 30, 2021 totaled 
$660,619, a decrease of $4,705 (0.71 percent) compared to 
total members’ equity of $665,324 at December 31, 2020. This 
decrease is attributed to (a) Total Comprehensive income of 
$39,214 for the first nine months ended September 30, 2021, 
(b) net member capital stock/participation certificates issued of 
$331, (c) an estimated $41,250 cash patronage distribution 
accrual for the first nine months of 2021, and (d) in 2021 the 
Association’s Board approved an additional $3,000 2020 cash 
patronage distribution to stockholders in the March 2021 
distribution. 

FCA sets minimum regulatory capital requirements for System 
banks and associations. Capital adequacy is evaluated using a 
number of regulatory ratios. The System’s capital requirements 
are comparable to the Basel III framework and the standardized 
approach that the federal banking regulatory agencies have 
adopted. 

Risk-adjusted assets have been defined by FCA Regulations as 
the Balance Sheet assets and off-balance-sheet commitments 
adjusted by various percentages, depending on the level of risk 
inherent in the various types of assets. 

The ratios are calculated using three-month average daily 
balances, in accordance with FCA regulations, as follows: 

 The CET1 capital ratio is the sum of statutory minimum 
purchased borrower stock, other required borrower stock 
held for a minimum of 7 years, allocated equities held for a 
minimum of 7 years or not subject to revolvement, 
unallocated retained earnings, paid-in capital, less certain 
regulatory required deductions including the amount of 
investments in other System institutions, divided by 
average risk-adjusted assets. 

 The Tier 1 capital ratio is CET1 capital plus non-
cumulative perpetual preferred stock, divided by average 
risk-adjusted assets. 

 The total capital ratio is Tier 1 capital plus other required 
borrower stock held for a minimum of 5 years, subordinated 
debt and limited-life preferred stock greater than 5 years to 
maturity at issuance subject to certain limitations, allowance 
for loan losses and reserve for unfunded commitments under 
certain limitations less certain investments in other System 
institutions under the corresponding deduction approach, 
divided by average risk-adjusted assets. 

 The permanent capital ratio is all at-risk borrower stock, 
any allocated excess stock, unallocated retained earnings, 
paid-in capital, subordinated debt and preferred stock 
subject to certain limitations, less certain investments in 
other System institutions, divided by PCR risk-adjusted 
assets. 

 The Tier 1 leverage ratio is Tier 1 capital, divided by 
average assets less regulatory deductions to Tier 1 capital. 

 The UREE leverage ratio is unallocated retained earnings, 
paid-in capital, and allocated surplus not subject to 
revolvement less certain regulatory required deductions 
including the amount of allocated investments in other 
System institutions divided by average assets less 
regulatory deductions to Tier 1 capital. 
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The Association’s regulatory ratios are shown in the following table:

If the capital ratios fall below the minimum regulatory requirements, including the buffer amounts, capital distributions (equity redemptions, 
dividends, and patronage) and discretionary senior executive bonuses are restricted or prohibited without prior FCA approval. 

Future of LIBOR 

In 2017, the United Kingdom’s Financial Conduct Authority 
(UK FCA), which regulates LIBOR, announced its intention to 
stop persuading or compelling the group of major banks that 
sustains LIBOR to submit rate quotations after 2021. 

On March 5, 2021, ICE Benchmark Administration (IBA) (the 
entity that is responsible for calculating LIBOR) announced its 
intention to cease the publication of the one-week and two-
month US dollar LIBOR settings immediately following the 
LIBOR publication on December 31, 2021, and the remaining 
US dollar LIBOR settings immediately following the LIBOR 
publication on June 30, 2023. On the same day, the UK FCA 
announced that the IBA had notified the UK FCA of its intent, 
among other things, to cease providing certain US dollar 
LIBOR settings as of June 30, 2023. In its announcement, the 
UK FCA confirmed that all 35 LIBOR tenors (including with 
respect to US dollar LIBOR) will be discontinued or declared 
nonrepresentative as of either: (a) immediately after 
December 31, 2021 or (b) immediately after June 30, 2023. 

The Association has exposure to LIBOR arising from loans 
made to customers, Systemwide Debt Securities issued by the 
Funding Corporation on the Bank’s behalf, and preferred stock 
issued by the Bank. Alternative reference rates that replace 
LIBOR may not yield the same or similar economic results 
over the lives of the financial instruments, which could 
adversely affect the value of, and return on, instruments held. 

The FCA has issued guidelines with similar guidance as the 
U.S. prudential regulators but applicable for System institutions 
to follow as they prepare for the expected phase-out of LIBOR. 
The guidelines direct each System institution to develop a 
LIBOR transition plan designed to provide an orderly roadmap 
of actions that will reduce LIBOR exposure, stop the inflow of 
new LIBOR volume, and adjust operating processes to 
implement alternative reference rates. 

The Association has implemented LIBOR transition plans and 
continues to analyze potential risks associated with the LIBOR 
transition, including, but not limited to, financial, market, 
accounting, operational, legal, tax, reputational, and 
compliance risks. 

On July 26, 2021, the Alternative Reference Rates Committee 
(ARRC) announced it will recommend the CME Group’s 
forward-looking SOFR term rates. The ARRC’s formal 
recommendation of SOFR term rates is a major milestone and 
is expected to increase the volume of transactions quoted in 
SOFR, supporting the implementation of the transition away 
from LIBOR.  

On October 20, 2021, the U.S. prudential regulators issued a 
joint statement emphasizing the expectation that supervised 
institutions with LIBOR exposure continue to progress toward 
an orderly transition away from LIBOR, reiterating that 
supervised institutions should, with limited exceptions, cease 
entering into new contracts that use US dollar LIBOR as a 
reference rate as soon as practicable, but no later than 
December 31, 2021. They further stated that entering into new 
contracts, including derivatives, after that date would create 
safety and soundness risks. The joint statement clarified that 
entering into such new contracts would include an agreement 
that (1) creates additional LIBOR disclosure or (2) extends the 
term of an existing LIBOR contract, but that a draw on an 
existing agreement that is legally enforceable, e.g., a committed 
credit facility, would not be a new contract. The joint statement 
also provided considerations when assessing the 
appropriateness of alternative reference rates used in lieu of 
LIBOR and the regulator expectation that new or updated 
LIBOR contracts include strong and clearly defined fallback 
rates for when the initial reference rate is discontinued. 

REGULATORY MATTERS 

On September 9, 2021, the FCA adopted a final rule that 
amended certain sections of the FCA’s regulations to provide 
technical corrections, amendments, and clarification to certain 
provisions in the FCA’s Tier 1/Tier 2 capital framework for the 
Farm Credit System. The rule incorporates guidance previously 
provided by the FCA related to its Tier 1/Tier 2 capital 
framework as well as ensures that the FCA’s capital 
requirements continue to be comparable to the standardized 
approach that the other federal banking regulatory agencies 
have adopted. The final rule will become effective on 
January 1, 2022, or 30 days after publication in the Federal 
Register during which either house of Congress is in session, 
whichever is later.  
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On August 26, 2021, the FCA issued a proposed rule to revise 
its regulatory capital requirements to define and establish risk-
weightings for High Volatility Commercial Real Estate 
(HVCRE) by assigning a 150 percent risk-weighting to such 
exposures, instead of the current 100 percent.  The proposed 
rule would ensure that the FCA’s rule remains comparable with 
the capital rule of other federal banking regulatory agencies and 
recognizes the increased risk posed by HVCRE exposures. The 
public comment period is open until January 24, 2022.   

On June 30, 2021, the FCA issued an advance notice of 
proposed rulemaking (ANPRM) that seeks public comments on 
whether to amend or restructure the System bank liquidity 
regulations. The purpose of this advance notice is to evaluate 
the applicability of the Basel III framework to the Farm Credit 
System and gather input to ensure that System banks have the 
liquidity to withstand crises that adversely impact liquidity and 
threaten their viability. The public comment period is open 
until November 27, 2021.  

On September 23, 2019, the FCA issued a proposed rule that 
would ensure the System’s capital requirements, including 
certain regulatory disclosures, reflect the current expected 
credit losses methodology, which revises the accounting for 
credit losses under U.S. generally accepted accounting 
principles. The proposed rule identifies which credit loss 
allowances under the Current Expected Credit Losses (CECL) 
methodology in the Financial Accounting Standards Board’s 
“Measurement of Credit Losses on Financial Instruments” are 
eligible for inclusion in a System institution’s regulatory 
capital. Credit loss allowances related to loans, lessor’s net 
investments in leases, and held-to-maturity debt securities 
would be included in a System institution’s Tier 2 capital up to 
1.25 percent of the System institution’s total risk weighted 
assets. Credit loss allowances for available-for-sale debt 
securities and purchased credit impaired assets would not be 
eligible for inclusion in a System institution’s Tier 2 capital. In 
addition, the proposed regulation does not include a transition 
phase-in period for the CECL day 1 cumulative effect 
adjustment to retained earnings on a System institution’s 
regulatory capital ratios. The public comment period ended on 
November 22, 2019.

Organization 
The accompanying financial statements include the accounts of 
MidAtlantic Farm Credit, ACA and its Production Credit 
Association (PCA) and Federal Land Credit Association

Certain amounts in the prior period’s consolidated financial 
statements may have been reclassified to conform to the current 
period presentation. Such reclassifications had no effect on the 
prior period net income or total capital as previously reported. 

The results of any interim period are not necessarily indicative 
of those to be expected for a full year. 

Significant Accounting Policies 
The Association’s accounting and reporting policies conform 
with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) and 
practices in the financial services industry. To prepare the 
financial statements in conformity with GAAP, management 
must make estimates based on assumptions about future 
economic and market conditions (for example, unemployment, 
market liquidity, real estate prices, etc.) that affect the reported 
amounts of assets and liabilities at the date of the financial 
statements, income and expenses during the reporting period, 
and the related disclosures. Although these estimates 
contemplate current conditions and expectations of change in the 
future, it is reasonably possible that actual conditions may be 
different than anticipated, which could materially affect results 
of operations and financial condition. 

Management has made significant estimates in several areas, 
including loans and allowance for loan losses (Note 2, Loans

Note 3 — Investments 

Equity Investments in Other Farm Credit System Institutions 
Equity investments in other Farm Credit System institutions are 
generally nonmarketable investments consisting of stock and 
participation certificates, allocated surplus, and reciprocal 
investments in other institutions regulated by the FCA. These 
investments are carried at cost and evaluated for impairment 
based on the ultimate recoverability of the par value rather than 
by recognizing temporary declines in value. 

Associations are required to maintain ownership in AgFirst 
(AgFirst or the Bank) in the form of Class B or Class C stock 
as determined by the Bank. The Bank may require additional 
capital contributions to maintain its capital requirements.  The 
Association owned 10.26 percent of the issued stock of the 
Bank as of September 30, 2021 net of any reciprocal 
investment.  As of that date, the Bank’s assets totaled $37.9 

billion and shareholders’ equity totaled $2.7 billion. The 
Bank’s earnings were $357 million for the first nine months of 
2021.  In addition, the Association held investments of $2,680 
related to other Farm Credit institutions. 

Note 4 — Debt 

Notes Payable to AgFirst Farm Credit Bank 
The Association’s indebtedness to the Bank represents 
borrowings by the Association to fund its earning assets.  This 
indebtedness is collateralized by a pledge of substantially all of 
the Association’s assets. The contractual terms of the revolving 
line of credit are contained in the General Financing Agreement 
(GFA).  The GFA also defines Association performance criteria 
for borrowing from the Bank, which includes borrowing base 
margin, earnings and capital covenants, among others.

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Note 6 — Fair Value Measurement 

Fair value is defined as the exchange price that would be 
received for an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly 
transaction between market participants in the principal or most 
advantageous market for the asset or liability. 

Accounting guidance establishes a hierarchy for disclosure of 
fair value measurements to maximize the use of observable 
inputs, that is, inputs that reflect the assumptions market 
participants would use in pricing an asset or liability based on 
market data obtained from sources independent of the reporting 
entity.  The hierarchy is based upon the transparency of inputs 
to the valuation of an asset or liability as of the measurement 
date.  A financial instrument’s categorization within the 
hierarchy tiers is based upon the lowest level of input that is 
significant to the fair value measurement. 

The classifications within the fair value hierarchy are as 
follows: 

Level 1 inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted 
quoted prices for identical assets or liabilities in active markets.  

Level 2 inputs include quoted prices for similar assets and 
liabilities in active markets; quoted prices in markets that are 
not active; and inputs that are observable, or can be 
corroborated, for substantially the full term of the asset or 
liability. 

Level 3 inputs are unobservable and supported by little or no 
market activity. Valuation is determined using pricing models, 
discounted cash flow methodologies, or similar techniques, and 
could include significant management judgment or estimation. 
Level 3 assets and liabilities also could include instruments 
whose price has been adjusted based on dealer quoted pricing 
that is different than the third-party valuation or internal model 
pricing.

Uncertainty in Measurements of Fair Value 
Discounted cash flow or similar modeling techniques are 
generally used to determine the recurring fair value 
measurements for Level 3 assets and liabilities. Use of these 
techniques requires determination of relevant inputs and 
assumptions, some of which represent significant unobservable 
inputs as indicated in the tables that follow. Accordingly, 
changes in these unobservable inputs may have a significant 
impact on fair value. 

Certain of these unobservable inputs will (in isolation) have a 
directionally consistent impact on the fair value of the 
instrument for a given change in that input. Alternatively, the 
fair value of the instrument may move in an opposite direction 
for a given change in another input. Where multiple inputs are 
used within the valuation technique of an asset or liability, a 
change in one input in a certain direction may be offset by an 
opposite change in another input having a potentially muted 
impact to the overall fair value of that particular instrument. 
Additionally, a change in one unobservable input may result in 
a change to another unobservable input (that is, changes in 

certain inputs are interrelated with one another), which may 
counteract or magnify the fair value impact. 

Inputs to Valuation Techniques 
Management determines the Association’s valuation policies 
and procedures. The Bank performs the majority of the 
Association’s valuations, and its valuation processes are 
calibrated annually by an independent consultant. The fair value 
measurements are analyzed on a quarterly basis.

Quoted market prices are generally not available for the 
instruments presented below. Accordingly fair values are based 
on judgments regarding anticipated cash flows, future expected 
loss experience, current economic conditions, risk characteristics 
of various financial instruments, and other factors. These 
estimates involve uncertainties and matters of judgment, and 
therefore cannot be determined with precision. Changes in 
assumptions could significantly affect the estimates.

Note 8 — Commitments and Contingent Liabilities 

From time to time, legal actions are pending against the 
Association in which claims for money damages are asserted. 
On at least a quarterly basis, the Association assesses its 
liabilities and contingencies in connection with outstanding 
legal proceedings utilizing the latest information available. 
While the outcome of legal proceedings is inherently uncertain, 
on the basis of information presently available, management, 
after consultation with legal counsel, is of the opinion that the 
ultimate liability, if any, from these actions, would not be 
material in relation to the financial position of the Association. 
Because it is remote that the Association will incur a loss or the 
loss is not estimable, no liability has been recorded for any 
claims that may be pending.  

Note 9 — Subsequent Events 

The Association evaluated subsequent events and determined 
that, except as described below, there were none requiring 
disclosure through November 8, 2021, which was the date the 
financial statements were issued. 

On October 18, 2021, AgFirst’s Board of Directors indicated an 
intention to declare, in December 2021, a special patronage 
distribution. The Association will receive between 
approximately $27,255 and $28,391 which will be recorded as 
patronage refunds from other Farm Credit institutions. 
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
